« The Information Exchange Network, or IEN, is a
coordinated multi-jurisdictional arterial traffic signal
system being deployed to local agencies within Los
Angeles County under the direction of the following
agencies:

— LA County Department of Public Works (LACoDPW)
— LA County Metro Transit Authority (LACMTA)
« The IEN is comprised of a suite of graphical user
e interface (GUI) applications, several supporting
subsystems, and the LAN/WAN infrastructures
over which the various components and locations

are connected.
