Cities shall compile a list of EFGs by business type, complete the Jurisdiction
Tier 1 and Tier 2 EFG Form (See Excel sheet; ensure you select the business
type from the drop-down menu), and submit to FoodDROPLA@pw.lacounty.gov
by April 30, 2024.
