UPDATE ON CONVERSION TECHNOLOGY PROJECT DEVELOPMENT

Ms. Anthony informed the subcommittee that ARI is currently
tabulating the responses they received at the end of August for
the Request for Expression of Interest (RFEI) which the County
released in August. The information will be placed in the Conversion
Technology Database and expect the information to be available at
the end of October.

Ms. Anthony informed the subcommittee that the California Energy
Commission issued a grant solicitation at the end of August to fund
Centers for Alternative Fuels and Advanced Vehicle Technology.
Based on ARI’s review of the solicitation, it appears that the County’s
concept for a web based center would be eligible for this grant but
most likely would not be well-positioned to receive the funding.

DISCUSSION OF CONVERSION TECHNOLOGY LEGISLATION (AB 1126

AND SB 804)

Mr. Chris Sheppard of County Los Angeles Department of Public Works
made a PowerPoint presentation on legislation related to Conversion

Technology from the recently concluded legislative session. The presentation

included an overview of Assembly Bill 1126 (Gordon) which was signed into
law and Senate Bill 804 (SB 804) which was vetoed by Governor Brown. The
presentation is available here.
