Current Facilities 

Raging Waters operates on a lease within Frank G. Bonelli Regional Park, which includes Puddingstone Reservoir.  The County of Los Angeles Department of Parks and Recreation manages the Regional Park.  


The park is in operation from April through September.  It is open seven days a week during the months of June, July, and August.  It operates on weekend-only hours during April, May, and September.  


Total season attendance averages 700,000 persons.  


In June, July, and August, the average daily weekend attendance is 10,000 to 12,000 persons.  


The Raging Waters site currently has 2,600 paved and marked parking spaces.  


Overflow (dirt) lots near park entrance bring total capacity to approximately 3,500 spaces. 


Planned Expansion

Raging Waters is pursuing a three-year expansion plan to provide more parking and more physical water park area.  




Terry Mackey, General Manager of Raging Waters, has the best knowledge of Environmental Review documentation for the expansion project.  
Kimley-Horn will contact Mr. Mackey, to learn more about documented traffic impacts of the expansion.  

A roadway will be upgraded to bypass the existing route over the Puddingstone dam.  


Current parking area will be used for park expansion (additional rides).  


New parking area will have a 3,500 car capacity.  This new parking facility is expected to be complete before the opening of the 2002 season.  


Raging Waters forecasts that a 10-20% growth in attendance would occur from this planned expansion, resulting in an average daily attendance of 13,000 - 14,000 persons.  


Operational and Traffic Issues

Contracted shuttle buses take people from overflow lots to the front entrance.  


Overflow lots usually have extra capacity.  


There are some summer weekends that experience high activity at both Bonelli Regional Park and Raging Waters.  This sometimes (2 or 3 times per year) results in a traffic backup onto the I-210/Via Verde ramps.


Interjurisdictional Issues

Traffic monitoring and congestion problem-solving (traffic control/mitigation) for Raging Waters involves coordination between Los Angeles County Parks and Recreation staff and Raging Waters staff.  Both entities have mobile staff that monitor traffic conditions as part of their daily duties.  


Mobile Parks and Recreation staff alerts Raging Waters to traffic issues, if a specific issue is noted by Parks and Recreation before Raging Waters is able to recognize the problem.  


Stakeholder Objectives

Raging Waters would like to have a camera system that monitors the queue at the main ticketing gate, near the roadway split at the Puddingstone Reservoir dam.  


Current or future Caltrans camera installations near the Via Verde and I-210 interchange could provide value to Raging Waters, if video could be shared with Raging Waters.
