• Monitor Expiration Dates. To avoid an lapses in coverage, check 

expiration dates. This will ensure that you remain fully insured at 

all times. 

• Verify Required Limits. If you are unsure about the specific  

insurance limits required for your tenancy, reach out to airport 

management for clarification. 

• Name the County as Additional Insured. Ensure that all insurance 

policies specifically name the “County” as additional insured on 

your insurance policies as follows:
